Reopening Cont.

BEFORE REOPENING ALL FACILITIES MUST

1. Perform a detailed risk assessment and implement a site-specific COVID -19 protection plan

2. Train employees on how to limit the spread of COVID-19, including how to screen themselves for symptoms and stay home if they have them
3. Implement individual control measures and screenings

4, Implement disinfecting protocols

5. Implement physical distancing guidelines

HERE IS HOW TO RISE

1. Begin by reviewing the guidance published by the State of California and the County of Santa Barbara.

2. Upon reviewing the guidance, perform a detailed risk assessment in accordance with the state guidelines for your industry and prepare a COVID- 19
protection plan based on the guidance.

3. Implement a site-specific COVID-19 protection plan. This must be kept on site and readily available

4. Review your industry specific guidance and complete your industry specific checklist (see below).

5. Complete the attestation by completing this form.

6. Post the industry specific checklist and the attestation at your business to show your customers and employees you have reduced the risk and are open
for business.

7. Upon completing your attestation, an official from your local jurisdiction (city or county) may conduct a site visit. Business should consult their
jurisdiction to determine additional code requirements for their specific industry.
